The 2019 Southern Cities Prayer Walk will begin February 2019 and continue
through July 2019. My wife will accompany me the first 2 months, and several men
are considering traveling with me the last 4 months. | will be prayer walking
approximately 2 weeks a month and will travel home each month to regroup, rest and
work.

During the month of February, we will begin our walk at CBN, Virginia Beach,
VA. After a short stop at Fort Mill, NC at Morningstar Ministries, we will spend time in
Charlotte, Moravian Falls, Asheville, Knoxville, TN and finally end in Nashville.

The March prayer walk will begin in Birmingham and continue to Montgomery
and Mobile, AL. Calvin will walk the following cities in Mississippi: Jackson, Vicksburg,
Greenville and Indianola. This part of the walk will end in Memphis, TN.

April’s walk will begin in New Orleans, LA. Calvin will be walking New Orleans,
Baton Rouge and Lafayette, LA and then head to Texas where Beaumont, Houston,
Dallas and Fort Worth is on the schedule.

May 1, Calvin and a friend will fly to Dallas, TX and prayer walk the cities of
Austin, San Antonio, Corpus Christi, and McAllen.

The fifth month of the Southern City Prayer Walk will begin in San Antonio, TX,
where Calvin and a friend will head east on Route 10 toward El Paso, TX, Tucson and
Phoenix, AZ.

The final month of the walk will begin in Phoenix, AZ and end in San Diego, CA
and along the Pacific coast. After the long drive home from the West Coast, Calvin
should arrive home in mid-July.

Calvin’s prayer is that the Lord would receive great joy and find extreme
pleasure in this walk (John 8:29, Hebrews 13:15-16, Rev. 4:10-11).
